Artistically Gifted and Talented Program
What are students required to do at the audition?
The answer depends on the area(s) in which the student was referred and recommended.  Review the tasks
below for specific details.
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Perform a dance routine to any non-profane music of your choice
Time Limit:  3 minutes

Drama

Task One

Mimic a person, animal, or character
Time Limit:  1 minute

Task Two

Present two memorized monologues in contrasting styles by different authors
Time Limit:  2 minutes

Music

Perform a vocal piece a cappella or with instrumental accompaniment or perform an instrumental with or without sheet music using the instrument of your choice
Time Limit:  3 minutes

Visual Arts

Task One

Draw a still life as realistically as possible.
Time Limit:  20 minutes

Task Two

Draw a self-portrait of how you imagine you will look in five years.  Include details such as a setting and activities that will give more information about what you expect your life to be like.


Time Limit:  20 minutes
What should students bring to the audition?

· Dance students MUST bring their music on CD.  No cassette or MP3 players will be provided.  Use of profanity in lyrics will result in immediate disqualification.
· Vocal music students MAY bring an instrumental accompaniment on CD or audition a cappella.
· Instrumental music students MUST bring their instrument.
· Visual arts students MUST bring a pencil and a portfolio that includes five (5) examples of their best artwork.
Are auditions performed in front of an audience?

No.  Auditions are closed to everyone except the evaluators.
Can parents sit in on their child’s audition?

No.  Parent(s) and/or guardian(s) can not sit in on their child’s audition.  Auditions are closed to everyone except the evaluators.
Are students accepted into the program based solely on their audition and interview?

No.  Students also earn a score for the teacher recommendation.

What happens if a student is accepted into more than one area of artistically gifted and talented?

A student can participate in as many areas as his or her schedule allows.

Will students be allowed to change artistic areas if they are accepted into more than one area?

Yes, as long as our records indicate that the student was eligible for the artistic area he/she wants to change to.  We strongly recommend that you keep your child’s acceptance letter for future reference.  However, he/she still can not exceed two gifted and talented areas at any one time.
When and how will I know if my child has been accepted in the artistically gifted and talented program?

Soon after auditions, written notification will be mailed to the parent(s) or guardian(s) of each participant regarding the decision of the school’s Artistic Evaluation and Placement Team.
