Pre-audition Workshops  Frequently Asked Questions
Artistically Gifted and Talented Program
When and where are pre-audition workshops?

Pre-audition workshops will be held on predetermined dates and times at each school.  Participants will be advised of those dates and times by mail.

What will be offered at pre-audition workshops?

Students will be given specific instructions about effectively preparing for the audition(s) and interview(s).  Topics to be covered include self-confidence, creativity, stage presence, characterization, expression (body, facial, and vocal), movement, articulation, voice projection, speaking skills, composition, depth perception, line, shape/form, and texture.
What do students do in pre-audition workshops?

Students will learn how to successfully participate in the audition and interview process through drawing, movement, rhythm, rhyme, role-playing, storytelling, and cooperative learning.
What should students bring to pre-audition workshops?

Each student should bring a pencil or pen and some paper for taking notes.  He/She should also come prepared to actively participate in the workshop(s).
Can students audition without attending pre-audition workshops?
No.  Students must attend the appropriate pre-audition workshop(s) to participate in the audition and interview.
Can parent(s) and/or guardian(s) attend pre-audition workshops?

Yes.  Parent(s) and/or guardian(s) are strongly encouraged to attend pre-audition workshop(s) with their child better prepare him/her for the audition and interview.
When and how will I know my child’s audition date and time?

Written notification will be mailed to each student’s parent(s) and/or guardian(s) indicating the date and time of his/her workshop(s), audition(s), and interview(s).
