Frequently Asked Questions
What is the mission of gifted education?

The mission of gifted education is to maximize the potential of gifted and talented students by providing a supplemental instructional program matched to their unique characteristics and needs that reflects acceleration and enrichment.

What is artistic giftedness?

Artistic giftedness is extraordinary ability or exceptional potential in dance, drama, music, and/or visual arts that is incomparable to peers of the same age.

What is the purpose of the artistically gifted and talented program?

The purpose of gifted and talented is three-fold:  (1) to find students who display talent beyond that of their peers in dance, drama, music, and/or visual arts; (2) to assess the aptitudes, attributes, and behaviors of each student; and (3) to evaluate each student for placement.

What program model is used to provide artistically gifted and talented services?

The in-school model serves students in grades 3—12 in a cluster group within the regular education classroom using differentiated instructional strategies that incorporate depth, breadth, and complexity.  
How are artistically gifted and talented students identified?

Artistically gifted and talented students can be found within any racial, ethnic, or socioeconomic group and within any nationality, gender, or population with physical disabilities, learning disabilities, or behavioral challenges.  Identification is a five-step process:  (1) referral, (2) recommendation, (3) pre-audition workshop, (4) audition and interview, and (5) placement.

Who can refer students for artistically gifted and talented evaluation?

Referrals will be accepted from anyone for rising 3rd through 12th grade students using the appropriate (i.e. Dance, Drama, Music, Visual Arts) Artistically Gifted and Talented Referral Form that is available online at  http://www.hampton2.k12.sc.us/gifted.htm or by contacting the Coordinator of Advanced Programs.  Please be reminded that referral along with a teacher recommendation does not guarantee placement, but it does guarantee an invitation to participate in the appropriate pre-audition workshop.

After a student has been referred and recommended for artistic placement, what else is required?
The student must attend the discipline specific (i.e. dance, drama, music, and/or visual arts) pre-audition workshop.  Then, he or she must audition for evaluators to determine his or her potential to function at a high level artistically.  Finally, each student must participate in an interview with evaluators.
Can students audition for more than one discipline?

Yes.  Students can audition for more than one discipline if the appropriate forms have been completed and submitted on or before the deadline.

What are students required to do at the audition?

The answer depends on the discipline(s) in which the student was referred and recommended.  For specific details, review the task(s) under Audition Requirements by Discipline on the reverse side of this page.
Who is responsible for placing students in the artistically gifted and talented program?

Each school’s Artistic Evaluation and Placement Team is responsible for evaluating auditions and interviews to ensure appropriate placement.
Audition Requirements by Discipline
Dance

Perform a dance routine to any non-profane music of your choice
Time Limit:  3 minutes
Drama
Task One
Mimic a person, animal, or a character
Time Limit:  1 minute

Task Two

Present two memorized monologues in contrasting styles by different authors
Time Limit:  2 minutes

Music

Perform a vocal piece a cappella or with instrumental accompaniment or perform an instrumental with or without sheet music using the instrument of your choice
Time Limit:  3 minutes

Visual Arts

Task One

Draw a still life as realistically as possible.
Time Limit:  20 minutes

Task Two

Draw a self-portrait of how you imagine you will look in five years.  Include details such as a setting and activities that will give more information about what you expect your life to be like.


Time Limit:  20 minutes

When and how will I know if my child has been accepted into the artistically gifted and talented program?

Soon after auditions, written notification will be mailed to the parent(s) and/or guardian(s) of each participant regarding the decision of the school’s Artistic Evaluation and Placement Team.
